Course Description: 

 
The Certificate III in Children’s Services provides a comprehensive training course to meet 
the needs of the children’s services industry. Students will be equipped with the skills and 
expertise for a challenging career with young children aged from 0-6 years. 
 
Eleven units of competence are a pre-requisite for the Diploma of Children's Services. 
Graduates can enter the Diploma course with advanced standing. 
 
This course is suitable for persons who wish to develop high level, professional job specific 
skills, sound industry knowledge, both locally and internationally, and the attitudes necessary 
to work competently in Children’s Services. 
 
Students of this course may come from a wide range of backgrounds including school 
leavers looking for a career and individuals seeking to start a new career. 

 
Total study time: 

3 terms of 10 weeks (20 hours per week). This includes Workplace Placement – two 
blocks of 2 weeks (37.5 hours) full time. Does not include two blocks of two week 
holidays. 
 
Attendance Requirements: 

Monday – Friday in shifts of 8:30am – 12:30pm, 1:00pm – 5:00pm and 5:30pm - 9:30pm. 
 
Costs: 

  $6,600 training investment which includes all learner guides/workbooks plus 
added costs for compulsory texts.

 Monday 4th February 2008 
 
Entry Requirements: 

 Education equivalent to an HSC graduate (year 12) plus English level above 
IELTS 5.5 general module or Upper Intermediate Level of English Proficiency 
Certificate and pass a police check. 

 Students will need to provide up to date information on your immunisation status, 
particularly with regard to Hepatitis B, Varicella (Chicken Pox), and Tuberculosis. 

 All students must complete a Prohibited Person Declaration and consent to the
